Project Updates
Ward Electric will be back soon to take down the power poles and lines and make repairs to the streets, sidewalks, curbs, etc.
HUD has once again forced a delay in the project start.  Our current goal is for HUD to finish the project paperwork and issue their approval letter by May 21.  If they do then we will close on June 2 and begin construction work on June 3.
Kansas Housing Resources Corporation will inspect Tolin Terrace for energy consumption on Monday, May 3.  We expect to receive a monetary commitment from them soon after that.  I will begin negotiating a contract with Oetinger-Lloyd Contruction, Inc. the last week of April.  We will close on the project with Rural Development on Tuesday, June 1 and begin construction on Wednesday, June 2.  I will schedule a meeting with the Tolin Terrace Residents as soon as we determine a construction schedule.

This is your notice that on Monday, May 3, 2010, housing staff will accompany an inspector from Kansas Housing Resources Corporation to inspect and test your apartments for energy consumption.  This is how they will determine how much money we are eligible for under their weatherization program.

Please remember that leaving your apartment door open or ajar throughout the day is a lease violation.  Thank you for your cooperation!
