Project Updates
Ward Electric should be finished with the utilities project January 29.  Unfortunately, with the recent weather, we will still have to deal with some mud and broken streets until the city is able to get the necessary resources.  Thank you for your cooperation!
HUD is currently performing their final review of the proposed redevelopment of Apollo Towers and the corresponding financial agreements and other contracts.  This process can take up to 90 days so we expect construction to begin sometime between March 1 and April 30.

The USDA Rural Development Area Office in Manhattan, with the assistance of the State Office in Topeka, is currently processing the closing paperwork for the Tolin Terrace renovation.  We anticipate a starting date between May 1 and June 1.

Once we have more specific information on these two projects we will schedule public meetings and notify all of you of what to expect once construction begins.
